When in 2002 the 13th had only a Scout Section with no Cubs or Beavers due to a lack of
Leaders, Dave was very supportive of the proposal to join with 8th Romford (St. John's) to form a new
Group, the 21st Romford, and his loyalty and service has helped to establish the new Group. Dave was
well liked by the boys especially for his "tuck shop". Many will remember trips and camps in the past
to Norfolk or the regular visit to camp near Alton Towers, more recently the visits to Crow Camp,
Thorrington, and other Scout camp sites.

Although his main interest was with the Scouts, Dave was always around on Wednesday
nights and helping. He used his expertise in First Aid to provide badge courses for the youngsters and for Leader
and was always on hand at District events to provide First Aid cover. Since his retirement from
fultime work Dave has helped to look after Crow Camp and became the Deputy Warden.

Not only Scouting benefited as Dave was a
Leader at Pettit's Youth Club. Over his life time he must have met and worked with a great number of young
people and his influence will live on in their lives.

Although not a member of the church, Dave was a willing helper for anyone in difficulty and his van, car
or trailer were always available to move things from place to place. Dave will be missed by many people and we
shall always remember him as a "True Scout".
